ltem 2 is a test claim alleging new State-mandated
activities and costs under Penal Code sections 745 and
1473 as amended by the Racial Justice Act -- 'm so my.
The Racial Justice For All Actin 2022.

In 2020, the Racial Justice Act passed, which
banned discrimination in criminal proceedings, but it
did so only prospectively for judgments entered on or
after January 1st, 2021.

The test claim statute made the Racial Justice Act
retroactive, thereby opening up a petition process for
those in state prison and the juvenile justice syst em.

Now anyone who is incarcerated with a judgment
entered before January 1st, 2021, may file a petiti on
for writ of habeas corpus to collaterally attack th eir
judgment for racial bias in the prosecution.

These claims can go back decades.

The purpose of the test claim statute is to erase

implicit and explicit racial bias from criminal

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judgments entered before January 1st, 2021. It
addresses government behavior through the civil
proceeding of a habeas corpus petition.

To facilitate these habeas corpus petitions, the
act newly requires courts to appoint county public
defenders to represent petitioner inmates. This st
when an inmate, by themself, states facts on a habe
corpus petition that would establish a Racial Justi
Act violation, or if the state public defender spec
requests that the petitioner be represented.

Once appointed, the county public defender must
review the petition and amend it if necessary.

Then, if the judge finds that a substantial
likelihood of a Racial Justice Act violation exists
judge schedules an evidentiary hearing. The public
defender must represent the habeas petitioner until
conclusion of that hearing.

Commission staff finds the test claim statute
imposes a reimbursable State-mandated program withi
meaning of Article XllI B, section 6, of the Califo
Constitution and Govemment Code section 17514, and
recommends the Commission approve this test claim a
authorize staff to make any technical, nonsubstanti
changes to the proposed decision following the hear

The following are the legislative updates since the
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last time the Commission met:

First, AB 964, Commission on State Mandates: State
mandates. AB 964 was introduced by Assembly Member
Hadwick.

This bill amends Government Code section 17558.5.

This bill would require the Controller to notify
the claimant in writing within 30 days of any adjus
that results from an audit or review; and now requi
the Controller to allow a local agency or school
district, at the sole discretion of the local agenc
school district, to offset any reduced reimbursemen
prescribed or to remit funds to the Controller.

There has been no new action on this bill.

Next, AB 1452, State Mandates: Claims. AB 1452
was introduced by Assembly Member Ta.

This bill amends Government Code section 17564.

This bill would change the minimum claim amount
that requires the State to reimburse the local
government from $1,000 to $300.

There has been no new action on this bill.

Next, SB 470, Bagley-Keene Open Meeting Act:
Teleconferencing.

SB 470 was introduced by Senator Laird. This hill
now amends Government Code sections 11123.2 and 111

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provisions under which a state body may hold a meet
by teleconference, subject to specified requirement

Existing law repeals these provisions on
January 1st, 2026. This bill now repeals these
provisions on January 1st, 2030.

On September 16th, 2025, this hill was enrolled and
presented to the governor at 3 p.m.

Finally, AB 395, Holidays. AB 395 was introduced
by Assembly Member Gabriel.

This bill amends Government Code section 11131, the
Bagley-Keene Open Meeting Act.

Among other things, this bill would require that a
state agency shall make every reasonable effort to
conducting any meeting, conference, or other functi
a date for which the state agency knows or has reas
know that members of the public would be unable to
participate or be present due to the ritual observa
of a religious, cultural, or ancestral holiday,
including, but not limited to, Eid al-Adha, Eid al-
